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Overview: The chart on page 58 (and Table B on page 59) shows that the demand for
Reception places from children resident in this planning area is expected to be broadly static
overall, with fluctuations.

It is recognised there are currently surplus places in this planning area, however, a PAN
reduction has been determined for Manorfield | & N School from 2024/25. The PAN will reduce
from 90 to 60, which will reduce this surplus to some extent.

In 2022/23 there were unfilled places at national offer day across most of the schools.

In 2023/24 there were unfilled places at national offer day across seven of the ten schools that
admit Reception age children. The pattern of pupil distribution illustrates that the majority of
children (73%) living in the planning area attend schools in the area, with a number of pupils
(22%) attending schools here from neighbouring planning areas. More children travel into this
planning area than go out.

Overview: The chart on page 72 (and Table B on page 73) shows the demand for Reception
places from children resident in this planning area is expected to increase.

In 2022/23 there were unfilled places at both schools in this planning area.

In 2023/24 there were unfilled places at both schools at national offer day. The pattern of pupil
distribution illustrates that 55% of the children living in the planning area attend schools in the
area, with a number of pupils (24%) attending schools here from neighbouring planning areas,
whilst others are securing places in the neighbouring planning area of Batley as well as a small
number in schools in other local authorities.

For 2024, 2025 and 2026 population data show demand for places from those living in the
planning area will increase slightly compared to previous years. It is recognised there are
surplus places in this planning area, but this must be seen in the context of the population
increase and the potential impact of housing development. There is a large development
providing 319 dwellings where building has commenced, although it isn’t expected to be
completed for around seven years. There is also a nearby proposed strategic housing
development site in the Local Plan. It is important that the impact of these development sites
on school places remains under constant review. At this time, no reduction in, or addition to,
the number of places is required.

(11%) attending schools here from neighbouring planning areas.

For 2024, 2025 and 2026 population data indicate the continuation of a declining trend
towards 2025, before population recovers somewhat in 2026. There is one housing
development site in this planning area where building has commenced on 280 dwellings and is
expected to be complete in around five years.

Following a decision by the Schools Adjudicator, from 2022/23 St John’s CE (VC) Infant
School became an all-through 4-11 primary school called St John’s CE(C) Primary School.

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Overview: The chart on page 121 (and Table B on page 122) shows that the demand for
Reception places from children resident in this planning area is expected to be decline slightly.

In October 2022, the Regional Schools Commissioner approved a proposal by SHARE Multi-
Academy Trust to discontinue the provision of primary education at Lily Park, a SHARE
Academy. Lily Park was part of Royds Hall, an all-through school with an age range of 4-16
years situated in the Huddersfield South West primary planning area. Following the RSC’s
decision, all Royds Hall's primary provision has been delivered from its Luck Lane site in the
Huddersfield South West planning area.

Pupils who were on roll at Lily Park, a SHARE Academy were offered places at Luck Lane, a
SHARE Academy. The former Priority Admission Area for Lily Park, a SHARE Academy
became the Priority Admission Area for Luck Lane, a SHARE Academy with effect from
2023/24.

The closure of the Lily Park site has effectively removed 30 places per year group from this
planning area. Despite this, Golcar remains one of the planning areas most affected by surplus
places.

In 2022/23 there were a number of unfilled places at all but one school.

In 2023/24 there were a number of unfilled places at national offer day at two of the seven
schools. The pattern of pupil distribution illustrates that over half of children (57%) living in the
planning area attend schools in the area, with a number of pupils (38%) attending schools here
from neighbouring planning areas.

For 2024, 2025 and 2026 population data indicate a declining trend towards 2026. Despite the
reduction in the number of places in this planning area due to the closure of the Lily Park site,
engagement is required with the local school system about the level of surplus places that
remain in this planning area and opportunities that may exist.

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Overview: The chart on page 170 (and Table B on page 171) shows that the demand for
Reception places from children resident in this planning area is expected to be broadly static.

Beaumont Primary Academy and Oak CE(VC) Primary School share the same priority
admission area. Luck Lane, A SHARE Academy has a priority admission area located in the
Golcar planning area, previously linked to the Lily Park, A SHARE Academy site which closed
in October 2022 (see Planning Area 10: Golcar for further details). However, most of Luck
Lane’s pupils live outside this priority admission area in the Huddersfield South West planning
area.

It is recognised there are currently surplus places in this planning area, however, a PAN
reduction has been determined for Oak CE (VC) Primary School from 2024/25. The PAN will
reduce from 120 to 60.

In 2022/23 there were a number of unfilled places at most schools.

In 2023/24 there were again a number of unfilled places at national offer day at most schools.
The pattern of pupil distribution illustrates that the majority of children (73%) living in the
planning area attend schools in the area, with a number of pupils (16%) attending schools here
from neighbouring planning areas.

For 2024, 2025 and 2026 population data indicate broadly static population towards 2026.
There is a large housing development site in the south of this planning area where construction
of approximately 200 dwellings has commenced and is likely to be complete in 2024. There is
also a large development, of 770 dwellings, that has not yet commenced. There are other sites
proposed in the Local Plan that could affect the demand for places in the longer term. There is
no need for any additional places at this time.

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Overview: The chart on page 177 (and Table B on page 178) shows the demand for
Reception places from children resident in this planning area is expected to decline slightly
overall, but with some fluctuations. Schools are popular in this area with pupils securing places
here from the neighbouring planning areas, mainly Huddersfield South East.

In 2022/23 there were a modest number of unfilled places at most schools.

In 2023/24 there were a number of unfilled places at two schools at national offer day despite
parental preference showing a continuing trend to secure places in this planning area from
other areas. The pattern of pupil distribution illustrates that the majority of children (77%) living
in the planning area attend schools in the area, with a significant number of pupils (36%)
attending schools here from neighbouring planning areas.

For 2024, 2025 and 2026 population data indicate a slightly declining trend towards 2026, with
a more significant single year dip in 2024. There are a number of housing developments
proposed in the Local Plan which are likely to have an impact on demand in the longer term.
However, with surplus places available and significant inward migration of children from
outside the area, there is no need for any additional places.
