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Overview: The chart on page 107 (and Table B on page 108) shows that the demand for 
Reception places from pupils living in this planning area is expected to be broadly static. 
 
In 2022/23 there were a number of unfilled places at all schools. 
 
In 2023/24 there were a number of unfilled places available at national offer day at all schools 
that admit Reception age children. This reflects the previously declining population and pattern 
of parental preference for schools in the neighbouring planning area of Mirfield and 
independent provision within the planning area. The pattern of pupil distribution illustrates that 
the majority of children (72%) living in the planning area attend schools in the area, with a 
number a small number of pupils (6%) attending schools here from neighbouring planning 
areas. 
 
For 2024, 2025 and 2026 population data indicate the levelling out of a steadily declining trend 
to a broadly static trend. There is a currently a mismatch between KS1 (289) and KS2 (240) 
PANs. However, there is a proposed PAN reduction for an infant school in this planning area 
which, if agreed, would see the KS1 PAN decrease to 259 from 2025/26, thereby reducing the 
gap. It is recognised that there are surplus places in this planning area, but this must be seen 
in the context of the likely impact of a nearby proposed strategic housing development site in 
the Local Plan. It is important that the impact of the strategic development site on school 
places remains under constant review.  
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The chart above shows the size of each year group in the child population in the planning area 
and the neighbouring planning areas for Reception cohorts Sep 2019 to Sep 2026. The dotted 
line shows the underlying trend in the size of the pupil population for each area.  
 
The bar chart shows the number of Reception class places available in each planning area, 
based on the Published Admission Numbers (PANs) of the schools in the area. The yellow 
shading highlights the data for Reception classes in September 2024.
