Estimate of demand and potential gaps in childcare supply for the expanded
entitlement for 2-year-olds from April 2024

The new entitlements will mean that eligible working parents in England will be able to access 30
hours of funded childcare per week for 38 weeks each year from the term after their child turns 9
months to when they start school. This new entitlement will be rolled out as follows:
e  From April 2024 - 15 hours for 2-year-olds
e From September 2024 - 15 hours will be extended to 9-month-olds and above
e From September 2025 - all eligible working parents of 9-month-olds and above will be able
to access 30 hours of childcare per week (38 weeks a year).

The impact of the extension of the entitlement is still being developed locally and nationally. Early
take-up of the expanded entitlement in April 2024 is expected to come from parents already using
childcare services. When the second phase begins in September 2024, parent’s habits may start to
change, hence creating new and increased demand. However, early estimates of demand and
potential gaps in provision have begun in preparation for the expansion in April 2024. Please see the
table on page 4.

Consideration was given to using the Summer term 2023 data however the numbers were very
similar to the Spring term. As the Early Years Census data is only available in the Spring term this was

the only source available to estimate non-funded 2-year-olds in settings.

Caveats

e The estimated demand and potential gaps are based mainly on information collected from
Childcare Providers, i.e. vacancy data, funding claims and the early years annual census.
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e The estimated number of eligible 2-year-olds is based on the assumption that this will match
the percentage of 3 and 4 year olds that were eligible to 30 hours in the spring term 2023,
this may not be the case.

e The number of eligible children not attending settings is unknown.

e Children currently attending settings may increase their hours in April 2024 — the number
and impact is unknown.

o The location of the provider or school has been used to determine the ward in which the
additional hours and vacancies are included for analysis purposes. However, the demand for
childcare is more transient than this model can represent with parents accessing childcare
provision across ward boundaries.

e  Where no gap in places is indicated at ward level there may be more localised pressure and
opportunities below ward level. It may be possible to provide analysis in the future at a more
local level but analysis of this nature can never provide absolutes regardless of the
geographical boundaries used.

e Adjustments have been made to include a new provision in the Holme Valley North ward
opening on 6 November 2023.

e New applications for daycare submitted to Ofsted recently in the following wards have not
been taken into account in this analysis; It should be noted that an application submitted to
Ofsted does not necessarily result in registration being granted.
